Where roads are underwater, the roadway may have 
been damaged or washed away. There may be 
obstacles under the water you cannot see. Water flow 

may be strong enough to wash your 
vehicle away. Keep yourself and your 
loved ones safe on the road.  

When a road is closed, it is closed to 
all road users and to all vehicle types. 
Roads are only closed for safety 
reasons. Emergency personnel must 
be free to respond to unavoidable 
emergencies. The last thing anyone 
wants is for a fun trip to turn into 
tragedy.

1. The MR310 that links Citrusdal to the N7 is closed until further notice.  
2. Citrusdal-N7 via MR539 – the low water bridge on this route is under water and is closed until 

further notice.  
3. Citrusdal-N7 via Clanwilliam (MR539 to DR2183 and to the N7 via Clanwilliam – the road 

water level has risen.  
4. Citrusdal-Ceres via MR310 this road is closed at Elandskloof until further notice. 

It should be noted: Where water levels allow emergency vehicles to pass, they will receive access.  
This does not mean the public can utilise the road at this stage.
